The 2009 Dene Games – 
originally set for Aug. 7-9 in 
Fort Resolution – have been 
delayed because of a shortage 
of participants.

Aside from participants 
from Fort Resolution, only a 
team from Fort Providence 
had registered. The games 
have been rescheduled for 
Aug. 21-23.

The new deadline for entry 
is Aug. 14. 

"We're going to give it one 
more try," said Eddy McKay, 
the recreation manager with 
Deninoo Community Coun-
cil.

McKay said he hopes to 
get a minimum of two or 
three visiting teams to ensure 
a good competition.

Registration is $800 per 
community and teams must 
consist of four men and four 
women aged 18 and over.

The games are being 
sponsored by Deninoo Com-
